August 20th  - Lesson day in Ottawa.  Book your private, semi-private or group lesson. 
 
August 21st - Get Started Clinic in Ottawa.  
For those of you who have not done Parelli and want to start learning the basics.  If we don’t have 
any participants, this will be a workshop or group lesson day. 
 
August 22nd - Parelli Demo and Meet & Greet (Ottawa ) 
Want to find out about Parelli or get inspired? Geneviève Benoit will be there with her horses and 
you'll be able to meet her and ask your questions. 
 
September 25th - Advanced Level 1 Workshop in Ottaw a. 
You have attended a Get Started clinic or started the 7 games, but need help moving forward and 
improving the 7 Games Online? In this casual setting, Geneviève will answer your questions, 
provide coaching and help to help you get unstuck or improve your games. We will focus on what 
you need to take home with you. 
 
September 26th - Lesson day in Ottawa . Book your private, semi-private or group lesson. 
 
September 30th & Oct 1 - Lesson day in Ottawa . Book your private, semi-private or group 
lesson. 
 
October 2 & 3rd - Level 2/3 Online and Freestyle Cl inic in Jasper, ON  
Advance your partnership and move towards excellence! This is the perfect clinic for those of you 
who are already playing at Level 2 on the ground and need help getting over the hump into Level 
3, as well as getting confident about Freestyle Riding. The emphasis will be on confidence and 
fun, on advancing your communication online, on learning to be in harmony with your horse and 
getting your partner to be in harmony with you. Meals will be prepared by a Chef friend of the 
host!  
 
October 4th - Lessons in Jasper . Book your private, semi-private or group lesson.

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Scheduling 2011 
 

Summer 2010 is almost over, and I am already thinking about 2011.  I am taking clinic and 
workshop bookings for next year, the earlier you can book, the most choice of dates you can 
have! 

I am looking for area coordinators, especially here in Quebec.  What does it take to be a 
coordinator for a Licensed Parelli Professional? Loyalty, dedication, great organizational and 
people skills, attention to details, true passion for the Parelli program and its principles, and lots of 
patience (to deal with the instructor!).  Benefits are commensurate with effort and actual bookings 
achieved, starting with free horsemanship and leadership education opportunities. 

Clinics are for groups up to 10 participants.  For Levels 1 and 2, we need an enclosed area that is 
large enough to accommodate all participants and horses at once.  The facility must have space 
to park trailers and house horses that are coming for the clinic.  An indoor arena is a definite 
bonus in case of inclement weather, but is not absolutely required. 

What is involved in being the host or coordinator of a clinic?  You basically share the 
responsibility of arranging it in your area - here is what you might be doing: 

·  Be the main contact point for people to enrol, provide them with the forms and gather 
deposits. 

·  Arrange the use of the facility, with an alternative indoor arena in case of bad weather. 

·  Advertise the clinic - put up flyers in your area, put ads on the Internet, etc. 

·  Arrange for volunteers to help out with set up and during the clinic. 

·  Provide participants with logistics information:  accommodations, directions, restaurants, 
etc.   

·  Provide participant information and an attendance list to the instructor. 

·  Make sure everything is ready for the instructor, and everything is left clean after the 
clinic is over. 

Organizing a clinic requires some dedication and perspiration, but in exchange, hosts get to ride 
for free!  I teach all over Canada, and I am now allowed to teach in the USA. 

I can help put you in touch with Parelli students in your area and coach you on any logistics or 
organizational issue.

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To sublet – outdoor board for horses – November 201 0! 
 
Outdoor board in Pont-Rouge, near Quebec City.  Large paddock that can accommodate 3 or 4 
horses comfortably with a newly built shelter, 300 gallon heated water tank and covered hay 
feeder by F. Duplessis.  Manure is picked up 6 days a week, free choice hay is provided and 
grain can be fed if required.  You have access to a comprehensive facility with dust free indoor 
arena, cleared outdoor arena with lights, 4 km of maintained riding trails, a large heated tack 
room and clubhouse, washer and dryer, riding lessons available by a certified QEF coach.  Your 
horses will be well taken care of and the owner is respectful of students who practice Parelli.  The 
board is for November only .
